I am writing to express my disappointment at seeing foie gras on your menu/shelves and to let you know that regrettably I will not be returning to your establishment as long as this cruelly produced food continues to be served/sold there. 
Foie gras is made by force-feeding ducks and geese such enormous amounts of grain and fat that their livers become diseased and painfully enlarged to up to 10 times their normal size. Metal pipes are rammed down the birds' throats several times per day, often puncturing the birds' throats and causing the animals to bleed to death. Birds who survive the force-feedings live in a constant state of terror as they await the next assault – many become sick and lethargic and stop preening because of extreme stress. 

Foie gras production has been condemned as animal abuse by governments around the world and has been prohibited in the UK. In addition, His Royal Highness Prince Charles has banned foie gras from all menus at Royal residences.
