Suggested Actions for Encouraging an Establishment to Drop Foie Gras

· Send a polite letter (we have enclosed a template to give you some ideas for content).
· Ask friends and family to get involved as well. Tell them to call or write a letter to the establishment and let its management know that they will not be patronising the business until foie gras is removed from the menu or shelves.
· Write to your local newspaper about the cruelty involved in foie gras production and point out that XX is selling this cruel product.
· Organise a peaceful protest outside the establishment with signs, banners and leaflets. Leaflets are available to order from the Action Centre pages of the PETA UK website.
